Delhi’s air quality plunged into the ‘severe plus’cat-
egory on Thursday, with a 24 hour average Air
Quality Index (AQI) of 451 recorded at 4 pm, accord-
ing to the Central Pollution Control Board data.

The city witnessed dangerously high levels of
PM2.5, the primary pollutant, with 32 of the 35 mon-
itoring stations recording air quality in the severe
plus category.

Some areas recorded AQI readings as high as
470. The PM2.5 particles, measuring 2.5 microme-
ters or less in diameter pose significant health risks
as they can penetrate deep into the lungs when
inhaled.

The national capital remains under Stage IV of
the Graded Response Action Plan (GRAP), which
includes the most stringent anti-pollution mea-
sures.
